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TSU to offer new bioengineering minor


This fall, Tri-State University will begin a new concentration of study, the Bioprocess Engineering Minor.

“Companies that deal in pharmaceuticals, food processing, consumer products, agriculture and biotechnology have made it known that they need a larger pool of prospective employees with strong backgrounds in both engineering and life sciences,” said Dr. David Finley, dean of the Allen School of Engineering and Technology. “We created this minor to help fill that need.”

The minor is the result of a student-led initiative. “Last fall, students circulated a petition requesting that this concentration be added to the engineering curriculum based upon their summer internship experiences,” said Dr. John Wagner, associate professor of chemical engineering.


Wagner and 2001 TSU chemical engineering graduate Jim Miesle spent a good portion of the last year developing the curriculum to be taught in this new concentration. The minor will include courses in organic chemistry, microbiology, biochemistry, bio-separations, animal physiology, toxicology, genetics and pharmaceutical processes.


An Indianapolis Star article in June reported on a study by Indiana Health Industry Forum that concluded a gap between qualified workers and jobs in life sciences will occur if action is not taken. One out of every 10 Indiana jobs is in the health industry, said the Star, and another 40,000-45,000 jobs in that area will be created in the next five years.


The Star also reported that at $33,197, salaries of health provider jobs in Indiana exceed the state annual average; Medical manufacturing jobs well exceed the average at $78,909 per year. 


The report suggested, among other things, that schools and universities create educational programs in life sciences, said the Star.


TSU has earned a reputation among industry as a school that produces graduates who are ready to contribute immediately in the workforce. The University annually hosts several advisory boards whose members keeps faculty and students abreast of industry innovations and developments. Through such groups, Tri-State receives guidance in properly preparing graduates for their careers, organizes research projects, procures scholarships and arranges student internships.

I-ACT Board Meeting  June 24, 2004 Minutes

(taken by Patti Mason, acting as secretary for Eve Poland.)

The meeting which was held at Purdue University was called to order by President Mike Schlemmer at approximately 9:20 am. Also present were Linda Monroe, President-elect, Patti Mason, Past President; Heather Heinig, Treasurer; Suzanne Starkey, Newsletter Editor; Bill Bayley; Membership Chair and Purdue Chemistry Outreach Coordinator; Barrie McClain, Region 1 VP; and Gene Crabill, Region 6 VP. 

Heather Heinig gave a brief treasurer’s report, after transferring funds from the previous treasurer and establishing a new bank account. The report was accepted. She said that she wanted to establish a new balance sheet for keeping track of expenses and the board agreed that this was the best way to proceed.

Patti Mason commented on the large sum of money in the bank account and said that it didn’t seem like the purpose of I-ACT was to accrue funds in an account. The board discussed several ways to give subsidies to teachers to attend the NSTA regional meeting being held in Indianapolis November 4-6.  It was decided that I-ACT would offer 20 $50 scholarships for teachers to attend NSTA if they make a presentation at either the fall I-ACT meeting or HASTI.  The presentations would have to be made prior to receiving payment at the spring IACT meeting. Bill was asked to advertise this opportunity on the Indiana Science Listserve and in the newsletter. Patti will send him an example notice to post. Barrie so moved and Bill seconded the motion to proceed with the scholarships. 

Continuing the discussion about spending I-ACT funds to get other teachers involved, Mike mentioned that he would like to continue the door prizes at the HASTI meeting. Last year we spent approximately $250 and our meeting was well-attended.  In another attempt to get teachers to attend the ChemEd 2005 conference which will be in Vancouver, B.C., July 31-August 4, 2005, we will offer 2 $300 scholarships to first time attendees at ChemEd.  Bill will develop an application form which will be printed in the January newsletter. 

Patti will make arrangements to host the Demonstrations Which Teach Indiana Chemistry Standards at HASTI in February. We will request both a morning and afternoon session on Thursday.  Linda mentioned that we need to keep this program standards-oriented as that is the only way many teachers are able to attend—if they are going to a professional day related to standards.  Patti will also get a free table in the exhibit hall for I-ACT and try to get near Purdue’s booth as to get more traffic. Last year’s location was perfect.

Suzanne indicated that she will need newsletter articles from the president-elect, president and past-president before August 1st. She also asked Patti to write something about the PAEMST award and recognition week in Washington, D.C. 

A tentative agenda was planned for the fall meeting. Bill will try to find speakers for the general session to talk about Nanotechnology and/or Biochemistry.  Registration would be from 8:30 to 9:00 am. The two general sessions would be from 9-10:15 and then 10:30 to 11:30. Bill will try to get Paul Smith to do some demonstrations that we can actually do in the classroom for the second session. Lunch would be ordered in with several options for orders being taken at the time of registration.  The business meeting would be held during lunch. (Continued p. 13)

The afternoon session would be from 12:45 to 1:45 with several breakout sessions. Topics for those may be the Atomic Force Microscope, Inquiry Lessons and AP Labs and testing.  If there are volunteers for presenting at the meeting, to get the $50 scholarships, then those presentations would be given at the breakout sessions.

Patti Mason asked for suggestions for the next slate of officers, which would include President-elect, Secretary (because Eve was completing Linda’s unexpired term) and VP in regions 1, 3, 5 and 7.  Barrie McClain said she could not serve again due to a family illness. Several names were suggested as nominees and Patti will call them to determine their willingness to serve on the Board. Mike agreed to be the I-ACT representative to HASTI.  And Suzanne announced that she would be retiring from her position as Newsletter editor after next year. She asked that we look for a replacement. Bill Bayley volunteered to take on the newsletter duties because he is managing the mailings anyhow. His offering was accepted by the board. 

There being no further business, the meeting was adjourned at 12:00 Noon.

Dr. Suellen Reed, Superintendent of Public Instruction, announced that I-ACT’s own past President, Patti Mason, was the Presidential Award for Excellence in Mathematics and Science Teaching (PAEMST). Award recipients from all parts of the country were announced in a Washington, D.C., ceremony. The ceremony, administered by the National Science Foundation (NSF), bestows the nation's highest honor for mathematics and science teachers for Kindergarten through Grade 12. 


The Presidential awardees, who represent every state, the District of Columbia, U.S. territories, and the U.S. Department of Defense schools were selected from more than 600 nominees. After an initial selection process at the state or territorial level, a national panel of distinguished scientists, mathematicians, and educators recommends teachers to receive a Presidential award-one secondary mathematics and one secondary science teacher from each state and jurisdiction. Elementary educators are chosen on alternating years.


The PAEMST award is the nation's highest commendation for K-12 mathematics and science teachers. It recognizes exemplary work both inside and outside of the classroom. The award includes a grant of $10,000 from the National Science Foundation to the recipient, where it is used at the awardee's discretion to promote math and science education. Patti also received an expense-paid trip to Washington, D.C., during which she received recognition certificates signed by the President, attended an award ceremony, had meetings with leaders in government and education, and participated in workshops to share ideas and teaching experiences. IACT Action Report








Close your eyes. Imagine being treated royally for an entire week, spending a week in the middle of March, during the school year, in Washington D.C., at a plush hotel just a few blocks from the White House. Imagine people, including the President of the United States, thanking you for being a science teacher. Imagine trying to fit in the same clothes you brought with you after a week of eating delicious, abundant food.  Think it can’t happen to you?  Well, it happens each year for the Presidential Award winners. And, this March, I was honored to be among the ninety five science and mathematics teachers being honored during the National Science Foundation’s Recognition Week. To say the least, it is like nothing you have experienced before as a teacher!  





From the moment I got the phone call telling me to make plans for being gone from a week of classes, to the flight back home, I was overwhelmed by the care taken to make this the most memorable week of my life.  However, even after I knew, I couldn’t tell anyone but my principal, my nominators and family members, that I would receive the award because it was not official until signed by the President. So we were actually in Washington several days before the official press release announced our selection.





Let me tell you a bit about the award itself and the week of activities celebrating the accomplishments of teachers, 1 science and 1 math teacher from each state and the 4 territories, and attempting to demonstrate the nation’s gratitude for extraordinary work on behalf of its young people. The Presidential Award for Excellence in Mathematics and Science Teaching (PAEMST) program was established in 1983 by the White House and is sponsored by the National Science Foundation (NSF.)  The program exists to identify outstanding teachers, K-12, who are to serve as models for their colleagues and leaders in the improvement of science and mathematics education. Teachers are nominated for the award and must complete an application which includes videotaping and self-analysis of the videotape, reflections on teaching and general background information. Each state may submit the names and applications of 3 teachers in each discipline to the national committee as candidates for the award which is the highest honor a teacher can receive.  The committee at the national level selects one math and one science teacher for the reward, using strict criteria for judging.  It is not an automatic selection. If no teacher meets the national criteria, that state will not have an awardee. This year there were several states that had only one winner and one state that had no winners.  Winning the award also brings monetary gains because each winner gets a $10,000.00 cash grant to spend as s/he wishes.  





Our agenda included being honored guests at the Secretary of Education‘s Summit on Science and a visit to the White House and a photo-op with the President in the East Room of the White House. That same night we enjoyed a dinner cruise on the Potomac with awardees and guests, and NSF staff. The next day we were guests at the White House Executive Office Breakfast and attended workshops for leadership opportunities as winners of the PAEMST.  That night we boarded busses to the Smithsonian for an IMAX presentation of “Volcanoes of the Deep Sea” and the opportunity for discussion of the film with the Director Richard Lutz of Rutgers. Afterward there was a reception in the halls of the Smithsonian and the Mammals and Minerals Halls were open for our browsing pleasure. On Thursday, we attended a Congressional breakfast as guests of Rep. Sherwood Boehlert (NY) who is chairman of the House Committee on Science. At a Congressional hearing which followed the breakfast, four teachers were selected to give testimony on the importance of NSF and funding science and mathematics programs. That evening was the exquisite dinner at the U.S. Department of State. I cannot begin to tell you how extravagant the Benjamin Franklin reception and dining rooms are--�the massive crystal chandeliers, the (Continued on page 4)


 gold leaf, the antique furniture—just exquisite. (I kept thinking that one of the crystal chandeliers weighed as much as one of my old cows—about 1200 pounds. How on earth did they get them down to clean them?) Need I say the dinner was delicious?  Our waiter (there was one per table) said he’d served many dignitaries in that room, the last one being Colin Powell.  He probably knew just which flatware and glassware to use for each course!





Because all disciplines of science were represented with the teachers, on Friday there were breakfasts sponsored by the various professional associations such as the American Chemical Society, the American Association of Physics Teachers, etc. Friday night was the impressive awards ceremony at the National Academy of Science, and another reception.  Can you imagine that they made us practice receiving the award? I mean, teachers are great at following instructions, right?  





Saturday morning there was yet another breakfast as they sent us back home with all our goodies and honors. I believe that we all came away from the week “feeling intellectually invigorated, professionally enriched, and publicly appreciated. “  This week was a chance to exchange ideas with colleagues from other states in a way we never could imagine. 





I was truly honored to represent Indiana this year. There have been many of my friends from I-ACT who are previous PAEMST winners, including Gladysmae Good, Diane Burnett, Pat Strawbridge, Maria Walsh, Claire Baker, and Patti Zeck.
